Instructions for the Notebook Page:

« Cut out all Template pieces. (P1) b
Assembling Mosheh

« Using a puncturing tool, make a hole through
the 'x' on standing Mosheh. (P2)

« Using a puncturing tool, make a hole through
the 'x' on Mosheh's arms. (P3a, P3b)

« Using a puncturing tool, make a hole through
the 'x" on kneeling Mosheh pieces. (P4q, P4b)

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Instructions for the Notebook Page Cont'd:

« Using a brad, connect Mosheh's arm on
standing Mosheh. (P5a)

« Using a brad, connect kneeling Mosheh's
body pieces. (P5b)

« Standing Mosheh's arms should be able to
move up and down as well as kneeling Mosheh
should be able to bend at the waist. (P6)

Embellishing the Bush
« Place glue on the trunk and branches of the - F
bush. (P7) P5a P5b

« Scrunch up some red, orange, yellow and
green tissue and place on the glue to create
leaves and flames. (P8a, P8b)

« Place double-sided adhesive foam on the back
of the bush. (P9)

« Adhere the bush onto the Main Page in the
rocky area. (P10)

« Attach a Velcro dot ‘loop side' on the Main
Page where you will put standing Mosheh and L
kneeling Mosheh. (P11) P11 /\ N

« Attach a Velcro dot 'hook side' to the back
of standing and kneeling Mosheh foward the
bottom of the characters. (P12)

Enacting the Story o1

« Place standing Mosheh on the Main Page to
show him arriving at the burning bush. (P13)

« You can switch out standing Mosheh for
kneeling Mosheh. (P14)

« Run repositionable glue on the back of the
shake. (P15)

« Place the snake further away from Mosheh to
show the rod that became a snake. (P16a)

« Place the snake in kneeling Mosheh's hand
to show him picking up the snake that will
become a rod. (P16b)
