Instructions for the Notebook Page:

« If using BW Templates, color using medium
of choice.

o Cut out all Template pieces. (P1)

Banners

« Lay a toothpick on each of the grouped tribes
and place a small piece of tape to secure the
‘pole’. (P2a, P2b)

. Set banners aside for now. (P3)

Creating the Tents

« Fold all 5 tent pieces (representing Mosheh,
Aharon, Gershonites, Merarites and
Qehatithes' tents) along solid black lines.
You may use a ruler to assist in giving cleaner
lines. (P4a, P4b)

« Run double-sided tape along white tab of
each tent. (P5)

« Now close each tent with the glue side
resting on the inside of the tents. (P6)
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Instructions for the Notebook Page Cont'd:

Attaching Banners to Tents

« Using a puncturing tool, make a hole at the
top of each tent grouping. (P7)

« Take your banners and insert them in each
hole. (P8a, 8b)

. Set aside.

Characters

« Fold the tabs on the characters. You can use

a ruler to assist you in giving cleaner lines.
(P9a, P9b)

o Line up each character with their tent.
« Set aside.

« Cut 4 rectangle pieces of cardstock large
enough to write the following Hebrew words
on them:
> 1) Pekuddah 2) nTj7®9  3) Oversight (P10)
> 1) Melachah 2) ndoN'7n  3) Work (P11)
> 1) Avodah  2) n1®9x  3) Service (P12)
> 1) Massa 2) Nwn  3) Burden (P13)

« Glue each word to the cardboard as desired

making sure to leave enough room for the
tents and characters. (P14)

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Instructions for the Notebook Page Cont'd:

Adding Tents, Mosheh, Aharon, El'azar,
Ithamar and Lewites

« If desired to hold in place, run double-sided
tape onto the bottom of each tent and
character. (P15)

« Place tents and characters on the land 3-D
Notebook Page from 34.1 Pear| Seekers
lesson as follows:

« Priests El'azar and Ithamar as overseers as
desired (P16a, P16b)

. East Side: Mosheh, Aharon and their tents
(P17)

. West Side: Gershonites and their tent (P18)
« North Side: Qehathites and their tent (P19)
. South Side: Merarites and their tent (P20)

« Your 3-D encampments for the 12 tribes,
Mosheh, Aharon and Lewites along with their
duties are now complete. (P21)

You now have a visual representation of the 12
tribes, Lewites, Mosheh and Aharon's tents
placement around the Dwelling Place along
with the duties of the Lewites (Gershonites, P20 P21
Merarites, Qehathites) and the 2 sons of

Aharon (El'azar and Ithamar).
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
