NOTEBOOK PAGE
Materials:
● Cardstock – white

● Pipe cleaner – color of choice cut in half

● Button with shank

● Double-sided foam dimensional – circle shape

● X-acto knife

● Velcro dot

● Scissors

● Coloring pencils, crayons or markers

● Notebook Templates:  Main Page & A (BW) or  

Main Page & B (color)

Parent/Teacher Preparation:

• Print Notebook Templates of choice on white cardstock.

•  Depending on the skill of the child, you may need to create the slit  
on the Main Page.

Instructions for the Notebook Page:
● If using BW Templates, color using medium 

of choice.

● Cut out all Template pieces. (P1)

● If desired, cut out the names of the tribes 
and tape to the back of each character or 
simply write them on the back. (P2)

● If not already done, use an X-acto knife to 
cut the slit on the Main Page. (P3)

● Thread a pipe cleaner through the shank 
on the button and twist one end around the 
shank to secure. (P4a, P4b)

● Insert the button into the slit on the Main 
Page with the face of the button showing on 
the front. (P5)

● Adhere a 'hook and loop' Velcro dot to the 
front of the button so that the adhesive 
sides are away from each other. Make sure 
that the 'hook' side is closest to the button. 
(P6)

Leader’s Offerings

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Instructions for the Notebook Page Cont’d:
● Lay the wagon and bulls onto the adhesive 

side of the 'loop' Velcro dot. (P7a, P7b)

● Pulling and pushing on the pipe cleaner, slide 
the wagon up and down to make sure it works. 
(P8a, P8b)

● Line up the 12 tribe leaders in the following 
order: (P9)

 ¾ Yehudah

 ¾ Yissaskar

 ¾ Zebulun

 ¾ Re’uben

 ¾ Shim’on
 ¾ Gad

 ¾ Ephrayim

 ¾ Menashsheh

 ¾ Binyamin

 ¾ Dan

 ¾ Asher

 ¾ Naphtali

● Adhere a 'loop' Velcro dot to the back of 
each tribe leader - you will need 12. (P10)

● If desired, you can put numbers on the back 
of the characters, so you know what day 
they brought their gifts to Mosheh for the 
Lewites to use for service in the Tent of Meeting or you can try to line them up by 
memory.

● Adhere a round double-sided foam dimensional onto the wagon-then place a 'hook' 
Velcro dot over it. (P11a, P11b)
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Instructions for the Notebook Page Cont’d:
● You can switch out each brother to 

demonstrate the 12 days of offerings. 
(P12a, P12b, P12c, P12d, P12e, P12f, P12g, 
P12h, P12i, P12j, P12k, P12l)

● Move each tribe leader down the slit to 
bring the wagon to the Lewites. We have 
shown Yehudah who brought his gifts on the 
1st day. (P13a, P13b, P13c)

Page or on a piece of colored cardstock and 
glue to the page:

You now have a visual representation of the 12 
leaders along with 1 wagon and 2 bulls brought 
to the Lewites to do their service in the Tent 
of Meeting.
