● Cardstock – white & color of choice

● Ruler (to assist in folding tabs)

● Double-sided adhesive foam dimensionals

● Double-sided adhesive tape

● Scissors

● Coloring pencils, crayons, or markers

● Notebook Page Templates:  A & B (BW) or  

C & D (color)

Parent/Teacher Preparation:
• Print Notebook Page Templates of choice on white cardstock.

Instructions for the Notebook Page:
● If using BW Templates, color using medium of choice.

● Cut out all Notebook Templates. (P1)

Placing the House, Gate, Sitting in your House and Lying 
Down on the Main Page

● Using a ruler to assist you, fold the tabs on the 'house' 
inward, 'gate', 'sitting in your 'house', and 'lying down' 
images outward. (P2a, P2b, P2c, P2d, P2e)

● Run double-sided adhesive tape onto the tabs of the 
‘house’, ‘sitting in your house’, and ‘lying down’ characters. 
(P3a, P3b, P3c)

● Connect the tab of the ‘house’ to the bottom of the Main 
Page on cardstock color of choice. Leave enough room at 
the bottom of the page for the ‘gate’ tab to be adhered 
to the page. (P4)

● Connect the tabs of the ‘sitting in your house’, and ‘lying 
down’ characters under the house flap. (P5)

Shema & V’ahavta
Deuteronomy 6:4-9
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Instructions for the Notebook Page Cont’d:
● The flap of the house can be raised or lowered to reveal 

or conceal the people in the house. (P6a, P6b)

● Run double-sided adhesive tape onto the tab of the ‘gate’ 
and place along the edge of the bottom of the Main Page 
below the ‘house’. (P7a, P7b)

● The ‘gate’ with the ‘walking by the way’ 
images can stand. (P8)

Adding the Torah Scroll and Mezuzahs

● Adhere a double-sided adhesive foam 
dimensional onto the back of the ‘Torah 
Scroll’ and ‘mezuzahs’. (P9)

● Place one mezuzah on 
the ‘doorpost on the 
house’ and the other 
mezuzah on the ‘gate’. 
(P10a, P10b)

● Place the ‘Torah Scroll’ 
above the ‘gate’. (P11)

● Your page is now ready 
for the Hebrew Words. 

Hebrew Words

● Write the following directly onto the 
‘house’ or ‘gate’ or a piece of colored 
cardstock and glue to the page: 

 ¾ 1) Shaar 2) 3  שׁׁער) Gates (P12a, P12b)

 ¾ 1) Mezuzot 2) 3  מזוזת) Doorposts (P13a, P13b)

You now have a visual representation of Deuteronomy 
6:4-9 with a man teaching his son Torah walking by 
the way and sitting in his house as well as when you lie 
down. (P14a, P14b)
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
