Materials:

● Cardstock – white 

● Ruler (to assist in folding tabs)

● Double-sided adhesive tape

● Scissors

● Coloring pencils, crayons, or markers

● Craft Templates: A-C (BW) or D-F (color)

Parent/Teacher Preparation:

• Print Craft Templates on cardstock.

First-Fruits Basket 1

Instructions for the Craft:

● If using BW Templates, color using medium 
of choice.

● Cut out all Craft Templates. (P1)

● Using a ruler, fold the tabs inward on the 
basket template. (P2a, P2b, P2c)

● Run double-sided adhesive tape onto the back 
of the tabs. (P3)

● Place the basket with tabs over the handle 
template. (P4)

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Instructions for the Craft Cont’d:

● Fold the bottom tab over the handle 
template. (P5)

● Fold the side tabs over the handle template. 
(P6)

● Your basket is now ready to place your first-
fruits in it. (P7)

● We added the taller grains in the basket 
first, then the rest according to size and 
visibility. (P8a, P8b, P8c, P8d)

● You can also glue the first-fruits into the 
basket if desired so that they don’t move.

You now have a visual representation of a 
basket that an offeror would bring to the 
priest with some depictions of first-fruits in it.
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
