Instructions for the Notebook Page:
● If using BW Templates, color using medium 

of choice.

● Cut out all Notebook Templates. (P1)

● Using a puncturing tool, make a hole through 
the dots on the offeror’s shoulder with 
basket piece and shoulder on body. (P2a, P2b)

● Insert a brad through the 2 parts making 
sure to have the shoulder with basket under 
the offeror. (P3)

● Apply glue onto the offeror’s basket and the 
wheat stalks. (P4a, P4b)

 ¾ wheat stalks in the foreground (P8e)
