Creating the Bush

● Apply glue to the body of the ram. (P2a)
● Tear up some green craft tissue paper and 

place on glue to create a bush. (P2b)

Adding Wood to the Altars

● Using a brown marker, color your toothpick 
sticks to represent wood. Use as many as you 
prefer. (P3)

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Instructions for the Notebook Page cont'd:
● Apply glue to the sticks on the Main Page above the altars and 

place your toothpicks over them to create a 3-D perspective. You 
will need to break off some of the pieces to create the angles 
needed to cover the ones on the Main Page. (P4a, P4b)

Embellishing Abraham and Yitshaq

● Apply silver puffy paint to the knife in 
Abraham's hand. (P5a, P5b)

● Apply red puffy paint to Abraham's sash. 
(P5b, P5c)

● Apply blue puffy paint to bound Yitshaq's 
sash. (P6a)

● Apply blue puffy paint to the sash in 
Yitshaq's hand. (P6b)

● Allow puffy paint to dry.

Adding Bound Yitshaq to The Altar

● Place glue on the sticks on the top altar and 
place bound Yitshaq over the glue. (P7)

● Allow to dry.

Hebrew Words

● Write the following directly on the Main Page or on a piece of 
colored cardstock and glue to the page:

 ¾ 1) Olah   2) עלה
3) Burnt/Ascending Offering (P8)

 ¾ 1) Yahweh Yireh 2) יהוה יראה
3) Yahweh Provides (P9)

testing of Abraham and Yahweh's provision of 
the ram.
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
