● Apply glue to the right side of the page just above the diagonal 
line and lay the 'straw' onto the glue. (P2)

● Apply glue on the back of the 'woman gleaning' and place onto the 
'straw.' (P3)

● Adhere a double-sided adhesive foam dimensional to the back of 
each brick. (P4)

● Place the bricks below and to the side of the man bent over 
making the clay. (P5)
